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Father Kirk’s Letter Una Carta de Padre Kirk

May Crowning is a longstanding
tradition in the Catholic Church, when
children don their First Communion attire
or Sunday best, gather to sing for the
Blessed Mother, present her with spring’s
first flowers and crown her with a small
wreath of blossoms. It’s a joyous occasion,
typically held at schools and parishes.

What are the origins of this custom?
Evidence including iconography, paining,
and sculpture, can be traced back to the
middle of the 12th Century. In these
sculptures, Christ crowns His mother after
her Assumption into Heaven. However,
the beginning of the crowning of a Mary
sculpture or image is much older. We
have at least one example, that of Pope
Gregory III (731-741) who donated a gold-
en diadem to crown a holy image located
at St. Peter’s, which represents not only
Mary, but also Christ and other saints.

La Coronacién de Mayo es una tradicion de
larga data en la Iglesia Catdlica, cuando los
ninos se ponen su atuendo de Primera
Comunién o el domingo, se retinen para
cantarle a la Santisima Madre, le presentan las
primeras flores de la primavera y la coronan
con una pequefia corona de
flores. Es una ocasion alegre, tipicamente cele-
brada en escuelas y parroquias.

(Cuales son los origenes de esta costumbre?
La evidencia que incluye iconografia, pintura
y escultura se remonta a mediados del siglo
XII. En estas esculturas, Cristo corona a su
madre después de su Asuncion al cielo. Sin
embargo, el comienzo de la coronacién de una
escultura o imagen de Maria es mucho mas
antiguo. Tenemos al menos un ejemplo, el del
Papa Gregorio I11(731-741) quien dond una
diadema de oro para coronar una imagen sa-
grada ubicada en San Pedro, que representa
no solo a Maria, sino también a Cristo y otros
santos.
