FEAST OF FAITH 
 
The Sign of the Cross 
 At the beginning of our prayer, we make the sign 
of the cross together. This sign, simple and powerful,  
operates on many levels. We trace the sign of the cross 
over our bodies, reminding ourselves that the cross of 
Christ has become our source of resurrection, life, and 
grace. With this sign, we also profess our faith in the  
Trinity: the presider does not say “in the names,” but “in 
the name of the Father, and of the Son, and of the Holy 
Spirit”—three persons, one God. The sign of the cross is 
also a baptismal reminder, for every sign of the cross  
echoes the words spoken over us at our baptism, which 
marked our entry into the saving mystery of Christ.  
 
This many-layered sign is also our primary sign of  
blessing: the cross is traced over people, places, and 
things upon which we ask God to impart divine  
benediction. 
 In blessing ourselves with the sign of the cross at 
the beginning of Mass, we acknowledge the mystery that 
has gathered us together: that Christ, the crucified and 
risen One, is living, and that we are members of his Body. 
Our response, our Amen, is our yes to all this, our first 
profession of faith. 

 

FEAST OF FAITH 
 
El signo de la cruz 
 Al comienzo de nuestra oración, hacemos el  
signo de la cruz juntos. Este signo, simple y potente,  
funciona en muchos niveles. Trazamos el signo de la cruz 
sobre nuestro cuerpo, recordándonos que la cruz de  
Cristo se ha convertido en nuestra fuente de  
resurrección, vida y gracia. Con este signo, también 
profesamos nuestra fe en la Trinidad: el presidente no 
dice "en los nombres", sino "en el nombre del Padre, y 
del Hijo, y del Espíritu Santo", tres personas, un solo  
Dios. El signo de la cruz es también un recordatorio  
bautismal, porque cada signo de la cruz se hace eco de 
las palabras que se nos hablan en nuestro bautismo, que 
marcaron nuestra entrada en el misterio salvífica de  
Cristo. Este signo de muchas capas es también nuestro 
principal signo de bendición: la cruz se traza sobre las 
personas, los lugares y las cosas sobre las cuales le 
pedimos a Dios que imparta la bendición divina. 
 Al bendecirnos con el signo de la cruz al  
comienzo de la Misa, reconocemos el misterio que nos 
ha reunido: que Cristo, el crucificado y resucitado, está 
viviendo, y que somos miembros de su Cuerpo. Nuestra 
respuesta, nuestro Amén, es nuestro sí a todo esto, 
nuestra primera profesión de fe. 
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AN ANCIENT BAPTISTERY 
 

 One of the most ancient and enduring sites for 
baptism in Rome is the church of San Giovanni in Fonte. 
This church is in fact a baptistery, and houses the font for 
the Lateran Basilica, the cathedral of Rome. The Emperor 

Constantine sponsored its construction in the year 315, 
and it is therefore the oldest baptistery in the world. It is 
the model for nearly all later baptisteries, including per-

haps the font in your own parish church
