Fr. Kirk’s Message  October 11, 2020 
 
Many of you are aware of Casa Hogar La  
Gloria, an orphanage in Tijuana, Mexico that 
has been a ministry of the Augustinians for the 
past 43 years.  We care for the thirty children 
residing there thanks to the generous ongoing 
support of benefactors, mostly residing in the 
United States.  While St. Thomas Aquinas 

Parish has a long history of supporting the orphanage, in recent years 
we Augustinians have been less intentional about promoting our work 
with Casa Hogar with the people of Ojai.  Not surprisingly some of you 
are not even aware of this wonderful opportunity to make a real  
difference in the lives of abandoned and neglected children in Tijuana. 
   
 Today I met with a representative of the Women’s Guild to 
discuss how the organization might be of assistance to Casa Hogar.  
What we decided together is to direct all donations received through 
the Women’s Guild special collection this month to Casa Hogar La 
Gloria.  Many of you have already received the distinctive pink  
envelopes this month that you can use to return your donation.  If you 
don’t have a pink envelope you may use any envelope for your gift 
and simply indicate ‘Casa Hogar’ on the outside.  I’m so very grateful  
to the Women’s Guild for helping me reintroduce this remarkable  
ministry to you all, and I look forward to sharing more about our work 
there with you in the future.
