The path of Christian faith places our work,
our sufferings, and our limitations within
the larger picture of God’s purposes for all of us.
In Jesus, God is revealed as our companion in
human suffering and limitation.
God’s love is at the center of a meaningful life. We
place our trust in this loving God, who created us
to share in this love, and to share this love with
others.
