Esta es ahora la casa del Museo del
Valle de Ojai, la Sociedad Histrica del Valle de
Ojai y la Biblioteca de Investigacion del Museo.

In the early 1990’s our cracked and
crumbling Chapel was hidden behind a chain link
fence. Many options were considered including
demolishing the building and selling the property.

In 1993 the City of Ojai purchased the
chapel and parish hall for $385,000.

The City then restored the renovated it.

The Chapel was added to the National
Register of Historic Places on June 29, 1995
#95000785

This is now the home of the Ojai Valley
Museum, Ojai Valley Historical Society and the
Museum Research Library.
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
