For many years, the parish family was served by the
Ventura Mission. Lengthy horse rides to attend church. About once
a month Father Ylla would travel to Ojai and serve mass at one of
the many local ranches. It was common practice among those in
attendance to have large community picnics and spend the day in
rest and fellowship.

Eventually in 1905 a small wooden building was built, as
our first church. This served the valley very well. In the spring of
1917 the Valley of Ojai was sieged with a horrific forest fire that
swept into town. Women and children huddled in the area of what is
now the Von's parking lot, the safest/furthest distance from the fire.
Many young men stayed with the men to battle the flames as best
they could. While others were able to flee to the Ventura area.
During this fire the little wood church of St. Thomas Aquinas, burned
to the ground.

The parish people gathered their strength and with the help
of E.D. Libbey, Architect Frank Mead and Richard Requa of San
Diego, they organized and completed a plan for a new business area
(Arcade, Post Office, El Roblar Hotel (The Oaks at Ojai) and new
church (Ojai Museum).

Our new church was completed in 1919. In the interim
mass was held at the Isis Theatre, located across the street
(Westridge Market).

Father Ylla was our first pastor. This is what he wrote in
the first ledger of the parish:

“The present St. Thomas church of Ojai, California was
blessed by Rt. Rev. John J. Cantwell, Bishop of Los Angeles,
California on February 23, 1919.”

Father Ylla had the low adobe
walls around the church built, rectory and
the arches. The entrance arch was
designed from a Kodak picture of the front
entrance of Mission San Juan Capistrano.
The finial ornamentation around the top
and side of the front door was taken after
Mission Santa Barbara.

Here are some of the first
celebrations in the new church.

Many of these names and family members of these people
are still attending mass here....roots are deep. There were more big

changes in the coming few years.
This information is from a variety of personal resources of Debbie Young, Jubilee
Publication of 1969; Personal interviews over the years with many people, Sister
Patricia Thompson and Father Bill Olivas to name a couple.

Father Ylla (far right).

Durante muchos afios, la familia de la parroquia fue servida
por la Misién de Ventura. Cabalgatas largas para asistir a la iglesia.
Aproximadamente una vez al mes, el padre Ylla viajaba a Ojai y servia
misa en uno de los muchos ranchos locales, estos eran infrecuentes,
una vez al mes. Era practica comdn entre los asistentes a tener picnics
comunitarios grandes y pasar el dia en descanso y compafierismo.
Eventualmente en 1905 se construyd un pequefio edificio de
madera, como nuestra primera iglesia. Esto sirvio el valle muy bien. En
la primavera de 1917, el valle de Ojai fue atacado con un horrible
incendio forestal que arrasé hacia la ciudad. Mujeres y nifios
acurrucados en el area de lo que ahora es el estacionamiento del Von,
la distancia mas segura / mas lejana del fuego. Muchos hombres
j6venes se quedaron con los hombres para combatir las llamas lo
mejor que pudieron. Mientras que otros pudieron huir al Ventura ara.
Durante este incendio la pequefia iglesia de madera de Santo Tomas
de Aquino, quemada a la tierra.
La gente de la parroquia reuni6 sus fuerzas y con la ayuda
de E.D. Libbey, Architecht Frank Mead y Richard Requa de San Diego,
organizaron y completaron un plan para un nuevo negocio y una nueva
iglesia (Museo Ojai).
Nuestra nueva iglesia fue terminada en 1919. En la misa
interina fue sostenida en el teatro de Isis, situado a través de la calle
(mercado de Westridge).
El Padre Ylla fue nuestro primer pastor. Esto es lo que
escribié en el primer libro de la parroquia:
"La actual iglesia de Santo Tomas de Ojai, California fue
bendecida por Rt. Rev. John J. Cantwell, obispo de Los Angeles,
California el 23 de febrero de 1919. "
El padre Ylla tenia los muros de adobe alrededor de
la iglesia construida, la rectoria y los arcos. El arco
de entrada fue disefiado a partir de una imagen
Kodak de la entrada principal de la Misién San Juan
Capistrano. La ornamentacion final alrededor de la
parte superior y lateral de la puerta principal fue
tomada después de la Mision de Santa Barbara.
Aqui estan algunas de las primeras celebraciones
en la nueva iglesia.
