We are adding two Sunday Masses via Livestream beginning this 
Sunday:   
In English at 10:30AM, and in Spanish at 12:30PM. 
Monday to Saturday Masses will no longer be live-streamed. 
 

Weddings, Confirmation, First Communion, Funerals, and Exposition 
and Adoration of the Blessed Sacrament are all authorized to  
continue outdoors.  Stay tuned for information about upcoming  
liturgies and para-liturgies.
