LAY MINISTRY

This is used as a general term referring to lay activity in
the Church. Vatican Il renewed these ministerial roles.
These ministries are, volunteer positions, extraordinary
ministers, lectors, catechist, acolyte, and cantor to
name a few. It also includes those who have a more
professional role in the church like youth minister,
director of Religious Education and RCIA coordinator.

tized into Christ Jesus were baptized into his
death?” (Romans 6:3). This epistle is one of the
choices to be read at Catholic funerals. It gener-
ally comes as something of a shock to the listen-
ers. But the reading goes on to offer great comfort 4
to us as Christians. “[w]e have died with Christ .
.. we shall also live with him . . . raised from the
dead, [Christ] dies no more . . . [Christ] lives for God . . . you
too must think of yourselves as dead to sin and living for God
in Christ Jesus.”

HOSPITALITY

One of the ways we live in God is to extend God’s hospital-
ity to all. As an old Irish rune says, “Often goes the Christ in
the stranger’s guise.”

The woman of Shunem offered hospitality to the prophet
Elisha in the form of dinner and a place to stay. He rewarded
her hospitality with the promise of a son. Christ explains to us
just what hospitality means: “Whoever receives you receives
me” and shall not lack for a reward. As theologian Paul Wadell
teaches, when we offer hospitality, we not only offer food and
drink, or a place to stay, or other kindness, we offer ourselves;
we offer our attention to a stranger’s story, wherein we learn
another person’s perspective, and in doing so we listen to
God’s story.

In warning us that “Whoever loves father or mother more than
me is not worthy of me . . " and also, “Whoever finds [their] life
will lose it, and whoever loses [their] life for my sake will find it”
Jesus proposes that we cultivate detachment from things that we
now consider primary in our lives. Christ loves us and wants us to
put him first before other commitments or desires. Our hospitality
to strangers puts Christ before ourselves in just this way.

“quien me recibe a mi, recibe al que me ha enviado” y no
quedard sin recompensa. Asi como el te6logo Paul Wadell nos
ensena, cuando somos hospitalarios, no solamente ofrecemos
agua y comida, o un lugar donde quedarse, u otro tipo de
generosidad, nos ofrecemos nosotros mismos; ofrecemos
nuestra atencion a la historia de un desconocido, donde
conocemos la perspectiva de otra persona y cuando esto pasa,
escuchamos la historia de Dios.

Al advertirmos que “el que ama a su padre o a su madre
mas que a mi, no es digno de mi. . .” y también “el que
salve su vida la perderd y el que la pierda por mi, la salvard”
Jests propone que aprendamos a desapegarnos de las cosas
que ahora consideramos indispensables en nuestras vidas.
