“1 hear the whisperings of many: ‘Terror on
every side!” ” (Jeremiah 20:10). Of what are we
afraid? Are we afraid of people speaking ill of us?
Of those who seek our very lives? Are we afraid
of falling into poverty? Of war on our own soil?
It has been said that we are all just one hospital-
ization away from poverty; we should not be so
confident in our material goods. We never know
what may befall us. We must have mercy on
those who have fallen into misfortune, and be ready to help
our sisters and brothers just as God has mercy and helps us
when we have tripped and fallen.

FEAR NO ONE

Poverty exists just as death exists. But we must not give up
or lose hope! For God knows all our needs, and stands ready
to help us. “For the Lorp hears the poor, / and [God’s] own
who are in bonds [God] spurns not” (Psalm 69:33). We may
or may not be materially poor, but we are victims of our own
tendency toward sin.

As in Adam all died, in Christ all remain alive. “But the gift
is not like the transgression. For if by the transgression of the
one the many died, how much more did the grace of God
and the gracious gift of the one man Jesus Christ overflow
for the many” (Romans 5:15). We look to God for mercy and
comfort in our need. God hears our prayer, and in the secret
recesses of our hurting hearts, God comforts us and offers us
salvation. “Fear no one. Nothing is concealed that will not be
revealed, nor secret that will not be known. What | say to you
in the darkness, speak in the light; what you hear whispered,
proclaim on the housetops” (Matthew 10:26-27).

We may be poor in material ways, or fear such poverty.
We are all poor in our transgressions, large and small, but we
need not fear, for God is with us in mercy and love. “[D]o not
be afraid of those who kill the body but cannot kill the soul”
(Matthew 10:28). God can be trusted.

Se dice que aqui en Estados Unidos
podemos ser pobres después de una hospitalizacion y
nos llegue la cuenta del hospital; no deberfamos ser tan
confiados de nuestros bienes materiales. Nunca sabemos
lo que nos puede pasar. Debemos ser misericordiosos
con aquellas personas que han caido en la desgracia, y estar listo
para ayudar a nuestras hermanas y hermanos, asi como Dios tiene
misericordia y nos ayuda cuando tropezamos y caemos.

NO TENGAS MIEDO A ALGUIEN

seamos 0 no seamos pobres materialmente, pero somos victimas de
nuestra propia tendencia hacia el pecado.

Asi como Adan todos murieron, en Cristo todos permanecen
vivos. “Pero no hay comparacion entre el delito y el don. Porque si
por el delito de uno solo todos murieron, mucho mas la gracia de
Dios, hecha don gratuito en otro hombre, Jesucristo se ha derramado
abundantemente sobre todos” (Romanos 5:15). Buscamos a Dios
por su misericordia y su consuelo en nuestras necesidades.

THE ANGELUS

Have you ever heard church bells ring at noon? Do you know why they do?

In the sixteenth century churches in Europe would ring their bells at 6:00 a.m., noon, and 6:00
p.m. When people in the local communities heard the bells they would pause in their work and
pray the Angelus. The prayer takes its name from the Latin first words of the Annunciation story:
“The angel of the Lord” (Angelus Domini). e

A famous painting by the French artist Jean-Frangois Millet,
called The Angelus, depicts a nineteenth-century farming
couple in the field, bowing their heads and praying the Angelus
at dusk. You can search for this painting on the Internet. The
original hangs in the Musée d'Orsay in Paris.

In the twelfth century the Angelus was a simple recitation of
three Hail Marys at the evening bell. By the sixteenth century
it had evolved into the prayer that is still prayed today.

When praved in a group setting a leader (L) recites the
verses and everyone recites both the responses (R) and the
Hail Marys between each verse. Take some time this summer
to learn this part of the prayer; then, when you hear the
church bells ring, say it alone or with your family.

R. and she conceived of the Holy Spirit.
