Pastor’s Message

March 01, 2020

In my homily last Sunday | made reference
to Catholic Social Teaching as it used to
describe human responses to suffering. |
did not talk about the Seven Themes of
Catholic Social Teaching, which are argua-
bly the heart and soul of CST.

The Seven Themes are as follows:

-Life and Dignity of the Human Person

-Call to Family, Community, and Participation
-Rights and Responsibilites

-Option for the Poor and Vulnerable

-The Dignity of Work and the Rights of Workers
-Solidarity

-Care for God’s Creation

After hearing my homily, one of our catechists asked me to
prepare a brief talk about CST for our students in first year
Confirmation preparation. I'll be talking with the students this
Sunday afternoon, and | wanted to share a small part of what
Il be sharing with them with the larger community.

This Tuesday March 3, St. Thomas Aquinas Parish will be
hosting a Polling Place for the Primary Election. The Registrar
of Voters for Ventura County reached out to me at the begin-
ning of the new year to ask if we would be willing to open our
facility to the public for this Election Day.
