CANTICLE OF ZECHARIAH

Elizabeth was Mary's cousin. Her husband was Zechariah. You can read the story of
Elizabeth and Zechariah at the beginning of the Gospel of Luke (1:5-25, 57-80).

Before coming to Mary to tell her that she would
be the mother of Jesus, the ange! Gabriel appeared
to Zechariah. Gabriel announced that even

though Elizabeth was very old,
she would have a son named
John, who would prepare the
way for Jesus. Unlike Mary,
Zechariah did not believe
Gabriel, and became unable
to speak from the time of
Gabriel's visit until
after his son
was born.

Blessed be the Lord, the God of Israel,
for he has visited and brought redemption
to his people.

The daybreak from on high will visit us
to shine on those who sit in darkness and)
death’s shadow,
to guide our feet into
the path of peace.

Under Jewish law,
‘ parents named their baby

eight days aftfer the birth.
Everyone thought Elizabeth's
baby would be called Zechariah,
like his father. But he was
given the name John, as the
angel Gabriel had directed.

After he named the baby, Zechariah could speak
again. His first words were a prayer of praise. His
prayer is called the Canticle of Zechariah. A canticle is a “little song” that praises God or
Jesus. Some people pray this canticle every morning. You can try fo pray it once a week.
Saturday might be a good day to begin. Cut out the sun and place the prayer in your bedroom
window where you can see it.

DID YOU KNOW?

Parents are in a unique position to know about not only their own
children, but their children’s friends. If you are a trusted parent, your
child’s friend may come to you with secrets. What do you do if a child
tells you about abuse? As an adult, it’s critical that you remain calm,
and don’t overreact. Child victims are often frightened and confused,
and your confusion and anger does not help their situation. Your con-
cern and support, however, will affirm the child in important ways and
can help begin the healing process for a child victim who has suffered
at the hands of a predator.
